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PURPOSE

The primary goal of the instrumental music proram is to provide the opportunity for interested students to participate in a proficient and education instrumental performance organization.
Jazz Ensemble is a class situation meeting one period daily, and is a full five-credit course.  The purpose of the course is to provide basic instruction in jazz-related rhythm, tone, style, concept, listening skills, ensemble skills, style development, improvisation and jazz history.  Along with the jazz literature, the group will prepare and study various textbooks. Videotapes and audio recordings will be used to create a formal study of jazz appreciation and listening skills.  The ensemble will give school concerts, public performances and will perfom in festivals and competitions throughout the school year.

STUDENT OBJECTlVES

75% of the students will be able to achieve the stated proficiencies at a minimum level of 60% accuracy as measured by the evaluative criteria stated in "Evaluation".

Students will:

1. Exhibit professional attitude and behavior during rehearsals and performances.
2. Become individual thinkers and self-motivated workers while becoming team players by learning individual parts and taking part in productive class rehearsals and performances.
3. Understand and perform a wide variety of jazz ensemble literature.
4. Become aware of past and present jazz performers, ensembles, composers and compositions.
5. Learn to take care of and be responsible for all printed music, folders and all other school and personal equipment.
6. Learn how to become proficient sight-readers of music.
7. Perform a well-crafted improvised solo and know, and understand, what constitutes such an improvised solo.
8. Learn an amount of theory related to the level of improvisation sought.
9. Be encouraged to use, and or, purchase “play-along” recordings to help and develop improvisational ability.
10. Perform a variety of jazz literature using appropriate rhythmic, tone, style, articulation, ensemble and listening skills.
11. Have the opportunity to perform with professional jazz musicians.
12. Have a working knowledge of all major, minor, blues, dorian, mixolydian and pentatonic scales and the appropriate chords for use in improvisational solos.
13. Have the opportunity to be exposed to the teaching styles and knowledge of other jazz performers and educators.
14. Have the opportunity to become aware of the skill-level of other jazz musicians their own age and of other school jazz ensembles, and to interact with students from other schools.
15. Have the opportunity to evaluate his/her individual, and group skills through video and audio taped performances.
16. Appreciate the efforts of their peers or be appreciated by their peers.
17. Have an opportunity to get acquainted with the experience of video and audio production and the principles and techniques of electronic sound reinforcement and lighting through the various concerts held at the school.
18. Be exposed to current computer technology in relation to jazz and music education.
19. Become aware of the various music and jazz-related websites that exist on the internet.
20. Be encouraged to arrange or compose music and perform original works by composers and arrangers.
21. Learn, and understand, through a number of resources, the History of Jazz as it relates to the styles of music that the group is performing, and be able to identfy representative artists of these style periods, especially through a regular listening program.  They will also come to understand the importance of jazz as an American contribution to the world of music.
22. Demonstrate an increasing interest in jazz through participation in school concerts, public performances festivals and competitions.
23. Become aware of career or employment opportunities, and college major options available to them in the field of jazz.
24. Be periodically evaluated on an individual basis to determine if they have acquired the skills and knowlege to perform these outcomes.
25. Be made aware of, and given the opportunity to be part of jazz groups outside the school, such as the Region III and All-State Jazz Ensembles and any other professional or community group that they could become invovled.

EVALUATION

The following criteria for evaluation of students enrolled in Jazz Ensemble will be based on a combination of the following:

1. Proficiency in playing techniques such as breathing, articulation, and posture will be evaluated on an individual basis in class.
2. Proficiency in scales, rhythms, articulations and improvisation will be evaluated on an individual basis in rehearsal.

3. Proficiency in program music and improvisational techniques will be evaluated in rehearsal by sectional testing.

4. The students will display the acquired skills through a series of public concerts and in-school assemblies.

5. Effective use of rehearsal time and demonstration of the following performance techniques:

a. Consistent tone

b. Good intonation

c. Phrasing 

d. Balance

6. Performance in small ensemble activities designed to develop the following techniques:

a. Intonation awareness

b. Independent reading

c. Solo training

Students participating in instrumental activities are expected to complete course requirements which include:

1. Regular attendance in class and rehearsals.

2. Performance in all concerts, competitions, etc.

3. Preparation of parts for concerts.

4. Exhibition of parts in grading sessions.

5. Assuming responsibility for care and maintenance of music and equipment.

In the event a student misses the required rehearsals for a concert or a concert, they will be omitted from that concert and assigned a 10-page paper to fulfill the requirement.  Failure to complete the paper will result in a non-passing grade for the quarter, as the paper is worth 50% of that quarter’s grade.

5. demonstrate appropriate response to a conductor’s gestures.

Critical/Analytical/Judgmental Evaluative: 
The student will:

1.  utilize aesthetic criteria to make informed judgments to evaluate personal performance and the performance of others;

2.  develop the ability to assess personal musical growth within the ensemble utilizing the elements of basic instrumental technique.

Historical/Cultural/Social Contexts: 
The student will:

1. demonstrate a knowledge of music from the major historical periods as it relates to stylistic, harmonic and performance practices;
2. become aware of the instrumental music of world cultures by listening or playing.
