STATEMENT OF PURPOSE
The Millville School District’s Visual Arts Program’s primary goal is to educate, enrich, and enhance our children’s awareness in visual arts by using the NJ Core Standards as a guiding tool.  Our focus is to create opportunities for students to develop creative, expressive skills and enjoy active participation as creator and critical thinker.  We will create and maintain a network of community arts and cultural institutions that support all teachers, students, and other disciplines in a standards-based arts curriculum. Our aim is to recognize, develop, and administer to multiple intelligences, creative thinking, cultural diversity and special needs. The Visual Arts Program in the Millville School District will incorporate those skills necessary to guide our children into becoming good decision makers and problem solvers.

In the Visual Arts Program K-7 in the Millville School District the student will:

(1.1 Aesthetics)

· Understand the study of aesthetics as a philosophical process which deals with questions about the nature and meaning of art.

· Weigh conflicting ideas about art to achieve a personal coherent viewpoint.

· Examine emotions and use observations to communicate those responses.

· Apply informed judgments as well as personal opinion when responding to works of art.

· Develop an appreciation for and value world wide preservation of cultural heritage, diversity of ideas and artistic freedom.

(1.2 Creation and Performance)

· Effectively use a variety of tools, equipment, media and processes as required by projects;

· Experience and create original art works of varied media, through the use of traditional and contemporary methods and technologies.

· Demonstrate awareness of and adherence to health and safety practices.

· Demonstrate the reasonable use of time in the completion of an assignment.

· Produce two and three dimensional artworks in a wide variety of media.

· Recognize the impact of the visual arts in daily living.
