Summer Weight Training:  This is a reminder from the Millville Athletic Department. Summer Weight Training and Practice Season will begin Monday, June 20, 2016. The Fall Sports Season will begin on Wednesday, August 10, 2016. Any students who wish to participate must have a current sports physical on file in the nurse’s office. Sports physicals are valid for 365 days from the date of exam. If your physical date is more than 90 days old, you must complete a recert form. All forms must be turned in to the school nurse.

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Charge Lunch Policy:  The following procedures will be followed in the school cafeteria:
