MISSION STATEMENT


The mission of the Millville School District, in partnership with Community, is to assure that each and every student develops the skills, knowledge, and attitudes necessary to succeed in life. 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PURPOSE

The primary goal of the instrumental music program is to provide the opportunity for interested students to participate in a proficient and education instrumental performance organization.
Concert band at the middle school meets for one period on a daily basis.  At Memorial, the concert band meets for a double period, every other day.  The concert band at the Senior High meets for a semester, every day in a double period.  The Wind Ensemble at the Senior High School meets for a double period, every other day, all year.  The courses at the Senior High School and Memorial High School is a full five-credit course.  Marching Band is an extra-curricular activity that takes place after the school day has concluded.  The ensemble will give school concerts, public performances and will enourage perfomances in festivals and competitions throughout the school year.

Students participating in instrumental activities are expected to complete course requirements which include:

1. Regular attendance in class and rehearsals.

2. Performance in all concerts, competitions, etc.

3. Regular attendance at weekly instrumental lessons (middle school only)

4. Preparation of parts for concerts, etc.

5. Exhibition of parts in grading session.

6. Analyze their own parts through self-evaluation

All students will display their acquired skills through a series of public performances.

Evaluate how exposure to various cultures influences individual, emotional, intellectual, and kinesthetic responses to artwork.

EVALUATION

The following criteria for evaluation of students enrolled in Concert Band or Wind Ensemble will be based on a combination of the following:

1. Proficiency in playing techniques such as breathing, hand position, articulation and posture.
2. Proficiency in scales, rhythms and articulations.

3. Proficiency in program music and improvisational techniques will be evaluated in rehearsal by sectional testing.

4. The students will display the acquired skills through a series of public concerts and in-school assemblies.

5. A final exam will be given to cover all work given during the school year.

Students participating in instrumental activities are expected to complete course requirements which include:

1. Regular attendance in class and rehearsals.

2. Performance in all concerts, competitions, etc.

3. Preparation of parts for concerts.

4. Exhibition of parts in grading sessions.

5. Assuming responsibility for care and maintenance of music and equipment.

At the high school level, in the event a student misses the required rehearsals for a concert or a concert, they will be omitted from that concert and assigned a 10-page paper to fulfill the requirement.  Failure to complete the paper will result in a non-passing grade for the quarter, as the paper is worth 50% of that quarter’s grade.

5. demonstrate appropriate response to a conductor’s gestures.

2.  develop the ability to assess personal musical growth within the ensemble utilizing the elements of basic instrumental technique.

1. demonstrate a knowledge of music from the major historical periods as it relates to stylistic, harmonic and performance practices;
2. become aware of the instrumental music of world cultures by listening or playing.
