SGO Information
Developing your SGO should have focused on student growth. Do not focus on the passing score. Focus on your individual students.

FAQ
1) Does the student have to have a passing score for the SGO to count?
No, the purpose of the SGO is growth. Your targets are going to vary according to where the students start and the individual group. The target score should be matched appropriately to the student’s level.

2) Does everyone have to do a tiered SGO?
No, but It is strongly encouraged that you tier your SGO.

3) Do you have to have High, Middle and Low group?
It depends on your individual class and data.

4) How many students must be in each tier or group? 
The Oncourse System will take 2 students in a group as a minimum. We will follow up with On Course to see if there is a way to have one student in a group.

5) In the elementary schools, we did F&P, if the student is not meeting their growth in their tier, can you add a tier in January?
I would leave the student in the tier and do intensive remediation. Stick with rigorous.

6) Is there any student circumstance you would move children up or down? 
There are circumstance where you would move children but it is up to the building principal to approve that request.

7) Do teachers teaching the same subject with the same SGO have to use the same posttest?
No, you do not have to use the same post test.  However, if you are teaching the same course it would benefit both
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
