Dear Parent/Guardian:

This letter is to provide you with information on the adoption of a three-tiered instructional approach referred to as Response to Intervention (RtI) which is now part of federal educational law.

The RtI process was established to identify and provide early intervention services to struggling students. All students in grades 1-5 are given brief assessments, or universal screenings, three times a year (fall, winter, spring) to measure their progress and to determine if they are performing at grade-level. Interventions (extra support) are provided as needed to all students who do not meet expected levels of achievement in reading and math.
The Response to Intervention Model:

· Tier One – Classroom teachers will use different strategies within the core curriculum to address all student educational needs.

· Tier Two – Based on progress data, students who are unsuccessful in the classroom or Tier One are provided supplemental research-based interventions to match to their needs. Instruction is given by a Basic Skills/RTI teacher.
· Tier Three – Students who continue to struggle in Tier Two will receive more intensive interventions at this level. Instruction continues to be provided through a Basic Skills/RTI teacher.
Our district is committed to this process as we seek to improve educational outcomes for all students. As always, do not hesitate to contact your child’s teacher, Principal or myself if you have questions or concerns.
