As part of district-wide efforts to improve student achievement, students in grades K-5 attending the Millville Public School are given brief assessments, or universal screenings, three times per year (fall, winter, spring) to measure progress in the curriculum over time. 


On the universal screening, your child did not meet the expected range for his/her grade-level. To better meet your child’s needs, his/her school will begin providing your child with supplemental instruction. This system of providing intervention based on individual student needs is called Response to Intervention (RtI).
