STATEMENT OF PURPOSE

AP Studio Art (Level 4) students will meet for one 18 week semester plus be required to do summer assignments.  Many hours of the student’s time beyond the school day will be necessary to devote to the production and planning of most of the artworks for the concentration portion of the Portfolio Exam.  Students who take Advanced Art (Level 3) in the previous year and anticipate signing up for AP the following may work with the AP instructor on an individual basis to prepare pieces that may be used in the portfolio exam. The artistic process requires that the student pursue their own creative development and learn to understand the causal factors or motives behind their artwork.  They will develop a portfolio of related communicative artworks through personal investigation of their ideas which is an ongoing process, requiring informed and critical decision- making about the works produced.

· This semester course has been developed to accommodate students who have expressed an interest in submitting an AP Drawing Portfolio Exam which will address the three components – Quality, Concentration and Breadth.

· Through teacher instruction and independent exploration, emphasis will be placed on the production of a volume of quality pieces of work and developing mastery in concept, composition and execution of ideas.  Five (5) of these pieces will be selected to fulfill the Quality section of the Portfolio exam which demonstrate a mastery of drawing through composition, concept and execution.  These works may be in one or more media that best represent the student’s accomplishments.

· A Concentration of drawings will be required that is an investigation of a theme of personal interest to the student.  This part of the Portfolio exam will require twelve (12) images that show the growth and discovery of an in depth plan of action and that are unified by an underlying idea that has visual and/or conceptual coherence.

· Demonstration in the versatility in the use of mediums, techniques and approaches in drawing will be needed to satisfy the Breadth requirement of the Portfolio exam.  This section also requires twelve (12) images which show an understanding of fundamental drawing concerns with examples

· Using the vocabulary of art, students will engage in verbal and written critiques of their work as well as those of peers and other artists.

· Artistic integrity will be demonstrated by altering any potential use of copyrighted material/photographs to avoid mere duplication and to provide the basis for a personal approach to an idea.

STUDENT OBJECTIVES/BENCHMARKS

The artistic process requires that the student pursue their own creative development and learn to understand the causal factors or motives behind their artwork.  They will develop a portfolio of related communicative artworks through personal investigation of their ideas which is an ongoing process, requiring informed and critical decision making about the works produced. A series of teacher-initiated assignments will introduce students to a wide range of drawing experiences along with advanced problem solving skills to include the following:

· Students will seek out interesting and challenging creative problems, use goal setting, informed decision making and problem solving skills to pursue their own artistic interests

· Students will research ideas for independent projects and document this in their sketchbook journal

· Students will produce at least five pieces of work during the summer prior to this course.

· Students will demonstrate their ability to daily engage in teacher-directed class activity and also work independently toward completing assignments by the due date. These will include the artistic planning process, in and out of class projects, critique, reading and research.

· Students are expected to have sketchbooks at all times and to develop them as journals of directed and non-directed work.   They will be used to document the mandatory ideation process for in-class and out-of-class projects

· Students will use a variety of mediums- black, white, color, wet, dry- techniques and approaches in their investigation of “drawing as mark-making”.

· Students will participate in individual student critiques with the teacher to help the student learn to analyze and discuss their work- assessing both the strengths and weaknesses therein.

· Students will research and prepare a Concentration proposal by the conclusion of first mid-marking period which is a body of work developed from the investigation of a visual idea or theme in drawing.

· Students will be required to adhere to due dates as check points for monitoring their independent work

B. ACTIVITIES & STRATEGIES FOR STUDENTS

A series of teacher-initiated assignments will introduce students to a wide range of drawing experiences along with advanced problem solving skills to include the following:

· Students will seek out interesting and challenging creative problems, use goal setting, informed decision making and problem solving skills to pursue their own artistic interests

· Students will research ideas for independent projects and document this in their sketchbook journal

· Students will produce at least five pieces of work during the summer prior to this course.

· Students will demonstrate their ability to daily engage in teacher-directed class activity and also work independently toward completing assignments by the due date. These will include the artistic planning process, in and out of class projects, critique, reading and research.
