STATEMENT OF PURPOSE
The Millville School District’s Visual Arts Program’s primary goal is to educate, enrich, and enhance our children’s awareness in visual arts by using the NJ Core Standards as a guiding tool.  Our focus is to create opportunities for students to develop creative, expressive skills and enjoy active participation as creator and critical thinker.  We will create and maintain a network of community arts and cultural institutions that support all teachers, students, and other disciplines in a standards-based arts curriculum. Our aim is to recognize, develop, and administer to multiple intelligences, creative thinking, cultural diversity and special needs. The Visual Arts Program in the Millville School District will incorporate those skills necessary to guide our children into becoming good decision makers and problem solvers.

This course emphasizes and consists of incorporating the elements and principles of art into 3-D construction using clay as the primary medium for all projects.  Students will also study the history of ceramics as well as ceramics from other cultures. All students will acquire knowledge and skills that refine their perceptual, intellectual, physical and technical skills while increasing their aesthetic awareness of ceramics.  Students will also acquire knowledge of the critiquing process.  Those students with an interest in the arts, the desire to learn more about ceramics as an art form, that have a background in fine art and are willing do the work to become better artists, are encouraged to enroll in this course. This course will allow for students to study the art form on a higher level and begin to develop their own style through a series of independent study projects. They will study and record advanced glazing techniques and begin to incorporate conceptual ideas into their functional and sculptural works. 
Students are expected to demonstrate self-management.  Grading is based upon work skills, willingness to work, attendance, class participation, written class work, written critiques, final exam, meeting objectives of the lessons and completion of all projects.

Ceramics Class Expectations

Welcome to Ceramics! In this class you will explore the artwork of both historical and contemporary ceramic artists. You will learn the 3 hand building techniques of pinch, coil, and slab and use them to build both sculptural and functional ceramic artwork. You will then use stains, slips, and glazes to finish off your work. You will also have the opportunity to learn beginner steps to throwing a pot on the potter’s wheel. As a class we will study proper uses of ceramic tools and the process of creating ceramic artwork from building to firing.

Remember to cover all clay projects with wet paper towels and plastic wrap so they don’t dry out while you are working on them. 

Make sure you dry out projects slowly to ensure they won’t crack or break. 

Also remember to leave an air hole in your project so that air can escape from the hollowed space in the kiln. 
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
