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INSTRUMENTAL LESSONS 
PURPOSE

The Fine and Performing Arts Department offers to the students, in the Millville Public School System, the opportunity to participate in our Instrumental Program (grades 3-12).

Students may choose the instrument of their choice usually after instrumental demonstrations and classroom discussion given by our Music Staff annually.
With the exception of certain larger and less popular instruments provided by the department,  students must rent or purchase their own instruments.  Regular lesson time is scheduled in the school day for students by the staff.
Students involved with this program will also have the opportunity to participate in an organized ensemble, band or orchestra at scheduled performances and concerts.
There are five progressive minimum levels of achievement set forth for students taking instrumental lessons.  As the student completes the requirements at the specific level, he/she advances to the next level regardless of grade level.
Hopefully, this concept will help add motivation to the students participating in the program as well as provide goals and objectives in the teaching of instrumental lessons.
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The Millville School District accepts the responsibility for the development of a five year written educational plan that will provide every district pupil with the skills to stand confidently, participate fully, learn continually, and contribute meaningfully to our world.

Music lessons are scheduled on a regular bias as an extension of the Band class.  Lessons are scheduled for all instrumental students.  Students not enrolled in Band may participate.

Students participate in instrumental lessons will:

2.  Develop and improve instrument tone;

3.  Develop and improve intonation awareness;

4.  Develop and improve phrasing;

5.  Develop and improve independent reading skills;

6.  Develop and improve ensemble playing skills.

Students participating in instrumental lessons are expected to complete course requirements which include:

1.  Regular attendance at all scheduled lessons;

2.  Preparation of parts of lessons;

3.  Assuming responsibility for proper maintenance and care of assigned instruments and materials.

Students will receive an excused absence from a scheduled lesson when —

1.  Student has an exam or test in their scheduled class;
2.  A written request from class teacher is received indicating student requires additional work in   assigned class.
